WIIAT 1y [ TIESIA?

The Spanish Catholic. missionaries introduced the custom in which village patron saints were honored and
recognized on- their patron feast date. This tradition was easily adapted into the Catholic Chamorre social

celebrations at each village. It became an occasion to get-together with families and friends from around the
island to celebrate with food, prayer and song:

Many Chamomos are known for devotion to their patron saints. A nobena (special rosary) is held for nine days,
culminating with the traditional village procession and festal masses. Devotees from around the island attend the
village procession and festal masses in order to fulfill their promesa, or special devotion fo a saint.

SN VICENTE, CELEDRATED SAINT

The story and history of Saint Vincent Ferrer. He was born at Valencia in Spain; in 1350, and at the age of eighteen
professed in the Order of St. Dominic. After a.brilliant course of study he:became master of sacred theology. For
three years he read only the Scriptures, and knew the whole Bible by heart. He converted the Jews of Valencia, and
their synagogue became a church. Grief-at the great schism then afflicting the Church reduced him to the point
of death; but according to church records, Our Lord Himself in glory bade him go forth to convert sinners, "For My
judgment is nigh." This miraculous apostolate lasted twenty-one years, He preached throughout Europe, in the
towns and villages of Spain, Switzerland, France, Italy, England, Ireland and Scotland.

[HE VILLAGE OF DARRIGADA

The village of Barrigada is located in the northeastern part of the island. itis part of the Kattan
(Eastern) District. Barmigada owes its name to a Chamorro legend. When the god Puntan was
about to die, he instructed his sister Funa how fo dispose of his body. He said that his eyes
were to become the sun and the moon; his eyebrows, the rainbow; his breast, the sky and
his back, the earth. Barigada means, “flank.” Looking down from atop Mt. Santa Rosa, the
